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IThe European High School for Foreign Languages "E. Fermi" is
highly recommended both for students who want to continue
their studying career at any university faculty and for those who
prefer facing the working world in all business sectors, from
manufacturing to services, where companies require good
knowledge of foreign languages for communication and
documentation. The language abiliies in the three foreign
languages acquired in five years are developed considering all
four skills - reading, writing, listening and speaking - thanks to
qualified teachers, mother-tongue teachers for conversation
classes, innovative methodologies, mulimedia lab work and
other activities. Starting from the first grade the (optional ) study

of Russian is proposed as an extracurricular course.

From the 3rd grade the school offers all its students modules of
Oriental languages and cultures ( Chinese and Japanese ) which
increase the range of contents and experiences of the students
with a view to international studies. Starting from the second
grade our students are prepared for international certification
exams held by the main institutions promoting the knowledge of
these languages and their cultures situated in Milan. At the end
of the 3rd year of attendance of the Russian Language course the
students will be ready for the international certification Level A2.
During the last three grades two subjects are taught in a foreign
language: currently Physics and Science. Several subjects are also
taught by making use of different foreign languages according
to the Content and Language Integrated Learning method.
Added value is provided by all experiences gathered within the
international projects and students' exchanges especially with
reference to Socrates / Comenius and E-twinning actions as well
as for all the initiatives promoting the European dimension of life
and study , such as the participation to the programmes of the
Representation of the European Community in Italy and the
National Selections for the European Youth Parliament. NEW is
the start of the Work placement programme from the 2nd
grade, by means of which the students are given the opportunity
to getworking orientation and practice under the form of stages
with service companies and local bodies.
